v) Deputation form duly filled in (availabledm the Institution after admission)

vi) A certificate with the following information is to be submitted from the
Secretary or Headmaster/Headmistress (where he/she is serving) and
countersigned by the D.I. of Schools of the District concerned:

o Certified thatthe School is in receipt of aid on full/ deficit/ lump sum
grant basis or that the school is unaided or under salary deficit scheme
one.
